From Julieôs Journal 

As one of the members on the team for Worship for the Annual Conference this year, I have been 

working on the many worship services that will be happening during the conference. The theme of 

our conference is ñRestoration: Tales of the Pandemic.ò We are using the parables of Jesus to help 

us heal from the pandemics of Covid and racism and many of the other ways that we are broken and 

in need of healing. We are using as a symbol of this brokenness and healing, the Japanese art of 

Kintsugi, which means ñgolden joinery.ò Kintsugi is the beautiful art of restoring/repairing a broken 

pottery by mending the areas of breakage with lacquer dusted or mixed with powdered gold, silver, 

or platinum. The philosophy of the art is to treat the breakage and repair as part of the history of an 

object, rather than to disguise. The idea of making something that is broken even more beautiful with 

an interesting story is so grace-filled to me.  

We spent a bit of time on the theme and used several different words and ideas to get to the final 

one. We used several words for Restorationé.a few of them used the  prefix ñRe.ò  The prefix ñreò 

can make the word mean ñagainò and ñback.ò Here are some words we 

can useérejuvenate, refurbish, renovate, restore, reform, re-

newé.bringing back to gloryé.to begin again. As we begin to come 

out of the pandemic of Covid, we need to find ways to restoreé

renovateérejuvenate. We need to not go back to what we considered 

to be ñnormal.ò We need to renew...restoreé.Rejuvenate! We need to 

find a better way to do the mission and work of the church, using what 

we have learned during the pandemic.  

Also, as a church we have other ways we are broken and need to be 

restored. And the art of Kintsugi could be a great metaphor. Having the 

break, fixed with some golden strands of 

grace to add to the beauty and history of 

the church. To create a new sto-

ryé.actually a new chapter to our incredi-

ble tale. This is what we are going to be 

doing during the conference and we as a 

church, which is a part of the conference, 

need to do that same work. Look at the 

areas where we are broken and find the 

gold and silver strands of grace and 

love...rewrite our story...add a new chap-

ter to our tale.
